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ÁThe average big company salary is now 
R13500 per month.
ÁThe average wage increase for 2007 was 9,2% 

- which was 2,7% higher than the average 
CPIX for 2007.
ÁWe expect salary increases to average nearly 

12% this year, as higher inflation makes for 
high salary increases. 
ÁMany wage agreements are CPIX plus 1% or 2% 

plus productivity increases.
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ÁEmployment growth slowed to 2,3% in 2007 
but is still positive.
ÁThe 2005-6 highpoints of over 3,5% will be 

difficult to achieve in the near future.

ÁSalary strain on commission earners at present
ÁIn 2008 we believe that employment growth 

will still be positive, but closer to 1,5%
ÁWe are having difficulties due to the impact of 

higher rates and the electricity crises  - but the 
impact is difficult to quantify
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ÁAverage minimum wages are just over R2500 
(including domestic workers) and over R2700 
(excluding domestic workers).

ÁThe average increase of minimum wages was 
9,1% - slightly lower than overall big company 
increases.

ÁWe expect Minimum wages to increase by over 
11% this year due to bargaining council and Union 
wage contracts of CPIX plus increases.
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
